SIPP Mini-Grants
SIPP Mini-Grants – Second Round

As the first round of 2024 mini-grants were winding down, SIPP
continued to receive applications for assistance from worthy
organizations in the region. The Board approved additional
funds to support a second round of mini-grants. We are happy

to report that, due to the generosity of you, our donors, we were able to fund an
additional six grants - this is in addition to the seven mini-grants and three relief
grants we were able to provide earlier this year!.  Due to the current situation,
most applications were again from Israeli-based organizations. Projects include
community gardens, environmental awareness and other environmental actions
in urban and nonurban areas, language training, and summer sports camp
activities.
